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TKU Regulations for Students Undertaking an Academic Double Major

Secretariat Regulation No. 1030000065 (11/27/2014)

Article 1

This set of regulations was formulated in accordance with Article 4 of the Degree Conferment Act and Article 28 of the University Act. 
Article 2

TKU students (not including those who extend the time limit for graduation) who in each semester of the previous academic year take at least 15 academic credits and obtain an average grade of at least 75, or a “B”, may in the second semester of the academic year apply to undertake a double major. To do so, the applicants must first gain permission from the head of their original department or degree program and the head of the department or degree program that they wish to apply for. The application will then be sent to the Office of Academic Affairs for future reference. Mainland Chinese students who wish to undertake a double major must select a department that has gained official approval from the Ministry of Education (MOE) to admit students from Mainland China for that academic year.
Article 3

Students’ second major should be undertaken as an addition to (on top of) the minimum credits required to graduate specified by their original department of study. If students pass compulsory courses from their original department and these courses are similar in nature to the compulsory courses offered by their second department, the second department will determine whether or not these formerly obtained credits can also be counted toward their second major. Conversely, students who pass compulsory courses in their second department that are similar to compulsory courses in their original department may have these courses count to their original major as well, depending on the decision of their original department. If, after counting the credits for these compulsory courses to both the original and the second department, the number of obtained credits is insufficient, the student will be required to identify other courses that can be taken to make up for this lack of credits. They should submit a written report to the Office of Academic Affairs for future reference.

Article 4

Students taking a double major must stay in their original class and may take extra summer school courses during the summer vacation. If, within the time limit for graduation, students take a course offered by their second department, and due to high student enrolment numbers, TKU is compelled to open a second class for that particular course, the student will be required to pay tuition fees for that course. Regular degree students who, due to undertaking a double major, are obliged to extend the time limit for graduation, and who take nine or less credits in one semester, must pay tuition fees for each course taken. Those who take ten or more credits will be required to pay the full amount of miscellaneous student fees. Evening degree students, on the other hand, are required to pay both tuition and miscellaneous student fees.
Article 5

The credits and academic grades obtained by double major students each semester in their major and second departments are calculated together. If the number of courses failed by such students warrants expulsion, the process of expulsion should be carried out in accordance with the TKU Study Regulations.

The second major credit hours of a student are not calculated into the amount of credit hours  required for graduation in the major department. After a student abandons his or her qualification to pursue a second major, whether or not the already completed passing credit hours of the second major are calculated into the amount of credit hours  required for graduation in the major department depends on the determination of the major department’s regulations.

Article 6

Students undertaking a double major who have extended the time limit for graduation for two years and have fulfilled all course and credit requirements in their major department, but not their second department, may extend the time limit for graduation by one extra year. If after completing the extra year of study they still have not completed all required courses, they may apply to relinquish their second major and graduate  from their major department. Alternatively, if the amount of compulsory credits and courses taken in the second department has already reached the amount needed to receive an academic minor, they may apply to graduate with an academic minor.

Article 7

Students who graduate with a double major must have this accomplishment recorded on their graduating transcripts and graduation certificate.

Article 8

Students undertaking a double major must complete all compulsory courses and credits in their second department in order to graduate. If the total combined compulsory courses and credits offered by the second department equates to less than 40 credits, the student must take other courses designated by the department instead.

Article 9

Students undertaking a double major who have completed all required courses and credits from their major department but not their second department must in the first semester before January 31st and in the second semester before September 30th  apply to relinquish their second major and keep their major department graduation qualification.
Article 10

This set of regulations will take effect on the date of its publication after being passed in an academic affairs meeting and approved by the TKU President. After approval, it will be submitted to the MOE for future reference. The same applies to any later amendments made.
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
